A Superhero’s Cape

There are lots of reasons to go to conferences from time to time. You meet interesting people who often work in the same profession that you do. You hear interesting talks and presentations, and learn all sorts of fascinating and useful things. You get tips and training in how to do your job with more skill and compassion.

Last week I attended the Tertiary Campus Ministry Association’s annual conference with University Chaplains from all around Australia. While I was there I heard, for the first time, about the world’s first chaplain – Saint Martin of Tours.

Martin was born in 316 AD – three years after Christianity became an official religion in the Roman Empire. He became a Christian, which presented him with a dilemma when he was required to join the Roman army and fight in Gaul (modern day France).

There are a number of stories about what happened next to Martin. One story is that he decided he would not fight as a regular soldier, as his faith meant that he was not willing to harm or kill another human being. Instead, he decided to assist any injured soldiers that he found on his battlefield, using his army-issued uniform – a cape – torn into strips as bandages for the injured men. As his cape was replaced by the army, he would rip up each new cape and make more and more bandages for the wounded.

Another story is that at the city gates of Amiens, Martin met a beggar and on impulse tore his cape in half to share with the beggar. That night he saw a vision of Jesus talking with the angels and praising his actions. When he awoke, his cape had miraculously restored to wholeness. 

Whatever happened, Martin is now the patron saint of beggars, wool-weavers and tailors (because of his cloak). His feast day is on the 11th November every year.  You can recognise him in stained glass windows and icons as the man on the horse wearing a red cape and carrying a sword – a sword which he used to cut his cape with instead of using as a weapon.

This is the story of Saint Martin, the first Chaplain – a hero in a red cape! A hero for us all as we celebrate All Saint’s Day.
